(vii) Since the engagement is purely on contractual terms, she will not be entitled 
for membership in Bank’s Provident Fund or any other benefits as applicable to 
Bank’s employees; 
 

(viii) The initial contractual engagement may be for a period of one year and after 
ascertaining utility of the services of the lady Doctor / feedback received from 
the staff members, the matter shall be reviewed after one year and may be 
extended. However, if the services provided by appointed doctor are not found 
to be of desired level, the same may be terminated by giving one month’s 
notice.
